FRAMEWORKS FOR UNDERSTANDING  DIVERSITY AND SOCIAL CONTROL OF SEXUALITY

1. Reproduction: the reproduction, physically, of the next generation and of the society

2. Social Reproduction: the re-production [insuring the continuation] of the social system, of the system of relationships between various social groups, of the social roles and social groups.  

In stratified societies, reproducing the system of inequality: economic, political, social [including gender, race-ethnicity, etc. This includes the reproduction of hierarchical relations or ranks of various groups
